ALLEGING that majority of the
members who are nominated as
ward committee members to
Greater Hyderabad Municipal
Corporation (GHMC) are either
party workers or relatives of cor-
porators or MLAs, Forum for
Good Governance (FGG) on Sat-
urday demanded that the state
government todisclosethe names
of persons nominated to the
WCs.

Addressing a press conference
here, FGG president Justice Red-
dappa Reddy and secretary M
Padmanabha Reddy said disclo-
sure of information by GHMC is
not being done.

“Because of this, citizens are
unaware of what is going on in
the corporation. Thus, lack of
transparency is the main cause
for rampant corruption in GHMC
leading to bad civic amenities,”
the added.

According to them, the FGG
had submitted a representation
to the state government last
month to review the nominations
made to the WCs and alsowanted
the minister for municipal ad-
ministration to amend the Mu-
nicipal Act for nominating ward
members through State Election
Commission (SEC) instead of
corporation who are getting suc-
cumbed to pressure from the
elected representatives to nomi-
nate party workers or relatives of
corporators or MLAs.

The GHMC Act says for greater
participation of civil societies at
ward level in decision making,
transparency and accountability
in working of urban governance.
But, in actual implementationof
Act, very few members from civil
societies are nominated in WCs.
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
